
Here I Am 
Isaiah 58:9 

My Strong and Very Present 
Help: 

I am not very good at keeping 
these verses (to the left) to-
gether. I like the thought of 
you being a strong and very 
present help in times of trou-
ble, but I am lousy at quietly 
waiting for you to show your-
self to be God during those 
times. I want you to be a 
strong and very present help in 
the same way Aladdin’s Genie 
was a strong and very present 
help. It can seem rather useless 
to me to have an ever present 
God who often bids me to be 
still and wait. An ever present 
help to my way of thinking  
should not only work how I 
expect it to, but when. And 
you aren’t at my beck and call. 

But if this passage is true (and 
of course I believe it is), and 
you are a very present help in 
trouble this has to mean that 
even when troubles abound 
and you are not working in a 
way that I would expect, you 
are still being a very present 
help. Even your “delays” must 
be helpful. I have seen in the 
past year that your delays to 
our plans have prevented us 
from losing everything. Your 
delays have been protective—
they have been helpful. In fact, 
they have not been delays at 
all; they have been incidents of 
active, protective help to keep 
us out of trouble. 

Perhaps the best example of 
this is the sale of our home and 
our plans to move to Ghana. 
Throughout last year we 
prayed and watched and waited 
for you to be our very present 
help who would bring about 
the sale of our house and make 
possible our move to Kumasi. 
We struggled to understand 
why you were preventing us 
from going, after all, for years 
we had been taught that you 
didn’t need ability, just avail-
ability (as if you needed any-
thing). Here we were, available, 
willing, even eager to go and 
you were preventing it by what 
seemed to be your delays—
your inactivity.  

But now I stand back and 
praise you for not answering 
our prayers. Had you answered 
what we wanted when I 
wanted, we would have in-
vested all that equity and all 
that energy into moving to a 
place where it is now doubtful 
we ought to be. Instead we 
were able to send Josh alone 
and he was able to see that 
things were not what we had 
come to expect. And your 
“delay” proved to be an inci-
dent of active protection prov-
ing you to be exactly what you 
promise—a very present help 
in trouble. 

And so I praise you for your 
active help which proves these 
words to be true. I thank you 

too for taking the time to let 
me know that you are God 
even though I was not in the 
process of being still. Even 
while I was worrying and won-
dering and pleading with you 
to do things differently, you 
remained in charge and did not 
give in to the pestering and 
nagging of this little child. But 
instead, you worked things out 
for our good and allowed me 
to see that you were being a 
very present help even while I 
was asking you to stop doing 
what you knew to be helpful.  

My God, may I learn to rest in 
you even while I don’t under-
stand just what it is that you 
are doing. May the words that 
Job learned to be true, be true 
of me. May I, like him, take 
comfort in the fact that when I 
can’t “find” you, still you al-
ways know where I am and 
what I need. 

Behold, I go forward,  
but he is not there,  

and backward,  
but I do not perceive him;  

on the left hand when he is working, 
I do not behold him;  

he turns to the right hand,  
but I do not see him.

when he has tried me,  
I shall come out as gold.
